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Dr. Talaat Abdel-Malek is the Economic Adviser to the Minister of International Co-operation, Egypt. Until recently, he also was Executive Director of Egypt’s Centre for Project Evaluation & Macroeconomic Analysis (PEMA) and professor of development and international economics at the American University in Cairo. He continues to chair both the Monitoring & Evaluation Team of the UN Development Assistance Framework for Egypt and the Steering Committee responsible for helping implement the Accra Agenda for Action to improve aid effectiveness in the Egyptian setting.

Internationally, Dr. Abdel-Malek:

· Works closely with the OECD as co-chair (with Koos Richelle of the European Commission) of the DAC “Working Party on Aid Effectiveness” (WP-EFF) and of its Executive Committee. 

· Is a member of the UN Advisory Committee for the Development Cooperation Forum 2010. 

· Launched the “Capacity Development Alliance” (CD Alliance) as a southern-led initiative in May 2009, and works with the DAC Secretariat and other partners to promote institutional and human resource capacity building in developing countries as a critical requisite for more effective aid and development outcomes. 

· In view of his work on capacity development and aid effectiveness, was invited to join the NEPAD Continental Steering Committee to help implement Africa’s capacity development strategic plan. 

· Is a member of the Board of Trustees of the newly established Egypt-Japan University of Science and Technology, and of the International Advisory Board of the Gerhard Philanthropy Center.

Dr. Abdel-Malek previously served in senior positions with the International Labour Organisation (1978-81) and the International Trade Centre UNCTAD/GATT (1987-1995) – both in the field (Africa and Asia) and at ITC Headquarters in Geneva. He has held professorial positions in several Canadian universities, in the United Kingdom and the People’s Republic of China, and has publications in a number of professional and academic journals.

Dr. Abdel-Malek was educated in Alexandria, Manchester and the London School of Economics (where he obtained his Ph.D.), and undertook post-doctoral study at Stanford University.
